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PERFORMANCE ON STATE ASSESSMENTS

Federal law requires that student achievement results for reading, mathematics and science for schools providing Title I 
services be reported to the general public.

The Illinois Standards Achievement Test (ISAT) is administered to students in grades 3 through 8.  The Prairie State 
Achievement Examination (PSAE) is administered to students in grade 11.  The Illinois Measure of Annual Growth in English
(IMAGE) is administered to limited-English-proficient students. The Illinois Alternate Assessment (IAA) is administered to 
students with disabilities whose Individualized Education Programs (IEPs) indicate that participation in the ISAT or PSAE 
would not be appropriate.   

Students with disabilities have an IEP (No Child Left Behind Act).  An IEP is a written plan for a child with a disability who is 
eligible  to receive special education services under the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act.

In order to protect students' identities, test data for groups of fewer than ten students are not reported.

Level 1 -- Academic Warning - Student work demonstrates limited knowledge and skills in the subject.  Because of major gaps in learning, students apply 
knowledge and skills ineffectively.

Level 2 -- Below Standards - Student work demonstrates basic knowledge and skills in the subject.  However, because of gaps in learning, students 
apply knowledge and skills in limited ways.

Level 3 -- Meets Standards - Student work demonstrates proficient knowledge and skills in the subject.  Students effectively apply knowledge and skills 
to solve problems.

Level 4 -- Exceeds Standards - Student work demonstrates advanced knowledge and skills in the subject.  Students creatively apply knowledge and skills 
to solve problems and evaluate the results.

SUPERINTENDENT’S MESSAGE 
 
 
The performance of the students of O’Fallon District #90 on the Illinois District 2007 Report Card continues to be impressive.  Our students’ overall 
performance on the 2007 Illinois Standards Achievement Test (ISAT) was 88.1% (a slight but insignificant variance from the 88.9% 2006 Report 
Card).   These results reflect the commitment by the Board of Education, the faculty and staff, parents and community members to provide 
outstanding educational opportunities and programs for all students. 
 
DISTRICT #90 2007 ISAT HIGHLIGHTS         
 
93.3% of Grade 3 students met or exceeded Illinois State Standards in Mathematics 
92..3% of Grade 4 students met or exceeded Illinois State Standards in Mathematics  
91.8% of Grade 4 students met or exceeded Illinois State Standards in Science 
91.1% of Grade 5 students met or exceeded Illinois State Standards in Mathematics 
90.1% of Grade 8 students met or exceeded Illinois State Standards in Reading 
90.8% of Grade 8 students met or exceeded Illinois State Standards in Mathematics 
                         
The Board of Education met in September of 2007 to review and update the goals and objectives of the District’s Strategic Plan.  The administrative 
staff will develop and implement action steps to accomplish the goals and objectives set by the Board.  A continuous improvement model is in place 
utilizing data to drive decision-making at every level of the organization.  The Board of Education, administration and faculty and staff have a vision 
of becoming a premiere school district that leads through the establishment and continuation of exemplary and innovative educational programs that 
promote student achievement and success in all areas of their lives.   
 
A Reading Improvement Model (RIM) was developed to increase the reading achievement of elementary students who are not currently reading at 
grade level. It was adopted by the Board of Education in the Spring of 2007 for implementation in August of 2007.   A universal screening 
instrument, the AIMSweb, will be administered to all Grades K-5 students three times a year.  The data collected from this normed and standardized 
screening instrument will be utilized to identify any student who is not reading at grade level.  
 
District #90 teachers use the Guided Reading Model of instruction to teach reading.  Each K-5  classroom teacher provides 90 minutes of reading 
instruction a day for children assigned to their classroom.  Our Reading Specialists and Reading Interventionists will provide students needing 
additional instruction another 30-60 daily minutes reinforcing and re-teaching the strategies and skills taught in the classroom.  This instruction will 
take place in small groups or one on one using a variety of methods and materials, depending on individual student needs. Data will be collected 
periodically and each student’s progress will be monitored. The goal is to have all students reading at or above grade level as quickly as possible.  
Parents will be asked to partner with us by having their child practice reading at home every night. The goal for parents and teachers is to “close the 
achievement gap” for those students who are lagging behind and are struggling readers. The District believes and research supports that “reading is 
the key to success”.  
 
The Special Education Department is continuing to provide training for our faculty and staff in intervention strategies, special education rules and 
regulations, CPI, ABA, and writing goals and objectives for IEP’s. The faculty and staff have been trained and are using new software to assist with 
the preparation of student IEP’s, psychology and social work reports, and meeting notes. Smart Boards and LCD projectors are being used to 
facilitate and enhance communication and collaboration at meetings.  
 
A new technology staff development program has been initiated to increase faculty and staff technology skills. A new technology training room has 
been developed and will provide a professional environment for faculty and staff to be trained. A three level certification program has been designed 
and is currently available to all teachers on a volunteer basis. All teachers are being encouraged to upgrade their technology skills so that they can use 
technology as a teaching and learning tool on a regular basis in their classrooms.  
 
Our second junior high, Amelia Carriel Junior High, is under construction on Seven Hills Road and will open in August of 2009. The Junior High 
School Curriculum and Program Committee are continuing their work redesigning the 6th, 7th and 8th grade curriculum and programs which will  be 
implemented at both Fulton and Carriel Junior High in the 2009-2010 school year.
